For the players in Opa Opa, there are 
no barriers, cultural or musical. The 
band was formed in 1987 by band leader 
Oswaldo Bernard and his good friend 
and fellow musician Anthony Apollo. This 
unique group of musicians comes from 
all corners of the Caribbean and across 

the Americas; they are artists who have refined their 
craft since childhood. 

The band rose to prominence in the Los Angeles salsa 
scene during the late 1980s and early ‘90s, eventually 
releasing their first album Mojaditicos on Warner 
Bros. Records. In their latest album, Los Paisajes, 
Opa Opa’s rich percussion and passionate melodies 
transport you to distant landscapes: to forested isles 
and white sand beaches that kiss the navy blue waters 
of the Caribbean; into fertile, tropical regions just 
beyond the horizon where the people share with one 

another their love of music and community.

Mojaditicos 
Opa Opa released their first record, 
Mojaditicos (Warner Music, 1995), 
under  the  leadership of well 
known producer Erich Bulling. The 
album’s twelve songs demonstrate 
the band’s musical range, which 
has and continues to attract a 
diverse fan base. “Tristes Recuerdos”, 
originally a Ranchera classic, shows 
the band’s compositional versatility 
as they tastefully transform this 

Norteño favorite into a Merengue hit. Anthony Apollo’s 
soulful rendition in “Déjame Mujer” makes this track a favorite 
among Salsa lovers everywhere.

Los Paisajes
Opa Opa’s latest offering, “Los 
Paisajes” (DG Music / Universal, 2006), 
distinguishes itself as a true labor of 
love. The first single, “El Huequito,” is 
an up-tempo, tongue-in-cheek jaunt 
that has been well-received around 
the U.S. and internationally. The 
album’s title track reaches out to 
expatriated people and speaks to a 
feeling that many can identify with 
– that of longing for one’s native 
country. In “Mujer Mujer”, Opa Opa calls for an end to domestic 
violence and celebrates the beauty and importance of women 
everywhere.



Over the years, Opa Opa has had the privilege to perform with 
Latin America’s musical giants. Celia Cruz, Willie Colón, Tito 
Puente, and El Gran Combo de Puerto Rico are just a few of 
the great names in Latin music who have shared the stage or 
studio with Opa Opa. 

The band has been recognized 
with television appearances 
on Univisión. Long-running 
Los Angeles radio programs 
such as “Alma del Barrio” and 
“Canto Tropical” have featured 
Opa Opa’s music and they have 
also been featured in reputable 
publications including the 
Los Angeles Times, the Orange 
County Register and Latin Beat 
Magazine.
